4. All films accepted are press-screened.  You will be asked to send up to five additional DVD’s for press viewing.

5. All films are subject to reviews.

6. The number of screenings, days and venues is at the sole discretion of the Festival.

7. Due to high administrative and shipping costs, submission videos and materials will not be returned.

8. We will not transfer PAL for viewing -- only forward NTSC format.

9. It is cost-prohibitive for the festival to insure individual prints. Make sure you have your own insurance.

10.  All films must make their New England premiere at the Boston Film Festival. Films screened around the world prior to the 2009 BFF, excluding New England, are welcomed. Additionally, films that have been previously released in theaters or broadcast on television before the 2009 BFF are prohibited.
